Planning

a) Planning applications

20/00717/APP: Linden House Grendon Road Edgcott Buckinghamshire HP18 0TN


Erection of one detached dwelling with associated amenity space and detached garage

Council opposed this application as it believes that the garage is beyond the building line. 
Action: Clerk to inform AVDC.
Action: It was noted that Chair would speak to the contractors, Cotswold New Homes, about their vehicles causing problems and parking on the Grendon Road verge.

17/03317/AOP: Proposed Rural Affordable Housing Scheme, Edgcott Road, Grendon Underwood.
Clerk had written to AVDC supporting Grendon Underwood Parish Council’s objection to this planning application.
b) Neighbourhood Plan
Cllr AM reported that Calvert Green had received a presentation from a ‘Neighbourhood Plan’ expert, as they are looking into producing a Neighbourhood Plan and had been advised to join up with other local villages. It was suggested that Edgcott join Calvert Green or Grendon Underwood, who she believed was looking at producing a plan.
Roger Behagg (RB) reported that a report from the Bucks & Milton Keynes Association of Local Councils (BMKALC) suggested that Neighbourhood Plans were not robust enough to reflect the effort and cost put in to produce them and that they were being overridden by planners and developers.

Action: Cllr AM to send contact details of the ‘Expert’ to Clerk.

b) Funding for VAS 

It was noted that we were unlikely to receive any funding from BCC for the VAS as the Parish Council is unable to raise the match funding. It was agreed to investigate further once the funding arrangements with Buckinghamshire Council are known.
Action: Clerk to retain VAS funding on meeting agenda.

Village Hall
a) Improvement update
Car Park
The planning application for the car park and dropped kerb has been approved. The next steps are to produce a specification and obtain three quotations. A ‘ball-park’ figure of £10-£12K for the work had been quoted.

Action: It was agreed that Chair and Cllr Kay would liaise to produce a specification and that Chair would contact Mark Bone of Vale of Aylesbury Housing Trust (VAHT) for information so that the car park mirrors that of VAHT’s adjacent development.

b) Committee update
The following were noted:
· Bookings continue to increase.

· A donation of £100 had been received from the Santa Run and would be spent on new tables.
· The monthly café is going from strength to strength and is popular with the VAHT builders.
· A local resident is holding regular craft events.

· Young Farmers are returning.

· Next pop-up pub will be held in April, subject to it not being cancelled because of the coronavirus.
· An update on who had been refused a regular booking was not available.

c) Vale of Aylesbury Housing Trust Development at Village Hall
A possible completion date is now the end of August. 

Action: Chair agreed to speak to Mark Bone of VAHT to ask him to remind his contractors not to park on the pavement.

Highways and footways
a) Grendon Road

The results of the survey had been received and with the agreement of CC Angela Macpherson and Transport for Bucks (TfB) a letter had been sent to residents asking that the land is respected in the way that it was before regular parking occurred. The parking is not as bad as it was but there is still a nucleus of residents persistently parking to the detriment of others. Currently, the area is looking a mess, but it is hoped that this will be made good when the weather improves.
It was noted that a vehicle had driven along the verge and path and had badly damaged the grass.

Action: Cllr Gassor would put a notice on Facebook to remind everyone of their responsibilities regarding the use of the land. If the land is still not respected then Bucks CC will be informed with a view to erecting No Parking signs thereon.
b) Community Speed watch signs

The Community Speed watch sign had been ordered and one is already in storage.

Action: Chair and RB agreed to erect the signs. 

c) Safety Mirror
A new Safety Mirror to replace the mirror at the junction of Lawn House Lane and Grendon Road had been fitted.

d) Salt Bin

A salt bin has been installed at the junction of Lawn House Lane/Grendon Road but it is looking very untidy.

Action: Chair to speak to the LAT to ask that it is ‘tidied up’.

e) Trees at the Pond

The damaged trees at the pond had been reported on Fix My Street and were now considered, by TfB, to be safe.

Action: Chair to speak to the LAT to express the Council’s concerns that the trees still look likely to fall.
f) Grendon Road Trees

The LAT has reported that the trees along Grendon Road look healthy.
g) Drainage work
The drainage work in the following areas appears to have been successful:

· junction of Stone Road and Marsh Gibbon Road 

· the Pond

Work is still in progress at the following areas but probably won’t be completed until later in the year:
· Lawn House Lane

· Grendon Road

A resident present reported that he had taken photos and is producing notes regarding the problems with the drainage along Grendon Road.
The gulleys on Perry Hill need clearing.
Action: Chair agreed to follow up with the LAT.
h) Dog Bin
It was reported that poo bags have been left under the dog bin.

Action: Clerk to contact AVDC to ask that the dog bin is emptied regularly.
32/20
Street Lighting

The fault on the new light at Perry Hill had been repaired. Clerk had queried why the Council had received an invoice for the work as it should have been carried out under warranty. A response to the query has not yet been received.
Action: Clerk to follow up with the contractor.
33/20    HS2

It was noted that HS2 had been given the go-ahead but that a legal challenge had been made by the environmentalist, Chris Packham. 

Roger Behagg (RB) continues to try to get vehicle number updates but has not received responses from our MP and HS2 and notes that until the numbers are known planning consent can’t be given.
It was noted that the responses from Cllr Paul Irwin regarding the number of vehicles travelling from the A41 through Edgcott still were disputed.

It was noted that the HS2 Road Safety Fund allocations won’t be announced until the final HGV figures are known.

Cllr Gassor noted that vehicles travelling through Edgcott didn’t have any identifiers on them.

It was noted that HS2 had donated £75K to a café in Steeple Claydon but that residents are still looking for ways to challenge the project.

East West Rail (EWR)
Chair and RB attended the launch of the Bicester to Bedford stretch of the EWR. It was noted that some of the EWR line does not follow exactly the old rail line and that currently EWR and HS2 do not have any plans for a station at Calvert.
It was noted that 75% of the EWR construction traffic should be using the Godington route and only 25% should be coming through Edgcott.

Oxford to Cambridge Expressway

It is hoped that the Expressway will be cancelled. It is still not known whether the housing along the proposed route will go ahead. RB reported that he had a meeting to discuss the possibility of local villages getting together to form a sub-committee to monitor this.

Speed watch
Chair had received a response from Alison Mitchell, Customer Relations Officer - Road Safety, TVP and is hopeful that a police speed check will be held in the village. It was noted that the ‘yellow box’ cameras are expensive and need Bucks County Council approval to be erected.
Alison Mitchell pointed out that surveillance cameras on private property can’t be used as evidence by the police.
It was suggested that the blue police watch signs are obtained.

It was agreed that speed bumps are not an option.
The Parish Council has already joined the national campaign to get a 20mph limit. It was agreed to join with neighbouring parishes in a bid to get a 20mph limit.
Volunteers had agreed to carry out an HGV survey in the hope of getting some lorries re-routed. It was noted that it may not be possible to get a weight limit through the village.
Action: Chair to produce the HGV survey sheets.


It was agreed to re-start the Sentinel camera speed watch when the weather improves.

It was noted that residents were aware that they may be able to use the prison gym and that small group tours could be arranged.

Action: Clerk to following up with HMP before the next scheduled meeting in April.
